Use Camera

Rephrase and Repeat

The speaker’s camera
should be turned on, and
the speaker’s face well-lit,
so the audience can lip-
read and see facial
expressions.
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Confirm

Build in frequent
comprehension checks
and opportunities for
your audience to ask
questions.

If time does not permit
you to get a response
from your audience, ask a
rhetorical question (one
which you answer
yourself).
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Avoid Interrupting

Take turns talking. Avoid
overlapping speech. Use
body language or Zoom
reaction icons to show
agreement.
